5.  Participate in development of activities, such as missionary involvement, student benefits at Baptist schools, and evangelism funds.

6.  Participate in material and services from the denominational agencies such as LifeWay Christian Resources, International Mission Board information and missionary appointment, North American Mission Board services and missionary appointment.
